CERTIFICATE OF INCORPORATION
OF
TRIP OF A LIFETIME, INC.

UNDER SECTION 402 OF THE
NOT-FOR-PROFIT CORPORATION LAW

The undersigned, a natural person of the age of eighteen or over, desiring to form a corporation pursuant to the provisions of the Not-for-Profit Corporation Law, does hereby certify:

1. The name of the corporation is “Trip of a Lifetime, Inc.” (the “Corporation”).
2. The Corporation is a corporation as defined in subparagraph (a)(5) of Section 102 of the Not-for-Profit Corporation Law.

3. The Corporation is exclusively formed for charitable purposes:

(a) to establish and administer a fund for the benefit of economically disadvantaged or underprivileged minors, such fund to be applied to underwrite, in whole or in part, the cost to such minors of summer or vacation camps and tours and similar programs for youth; and

(b) to conduct any other activities and to perform any and all acts which may be necessary, useful, suitable or proper for the furtherance, accomplishment or attainment of any of the activities described in clause (a) hereof.
4. The Corporation shall be a Type B corporation under Section 201 of the Not-for-Profit Corporation Law.
5. The office of the Corporation shall be located in Westchester County, State of New York.
6. The directors of the Corporation shall consist of such number of persons, but not less than three, as may be set forth in the By‑Laws of the Corporation. The names and addresses of the initial directors, each of whom is of full age, are as follows:

7. The Secretary of State of the State of New York is hereby designated as agent of the Corporation upon whom process against the Corporation may be served. The post office address to which the Secretary shall mail a copy of any process against the Corporation served upon the Secretary is c/o Fisher Brothers, 299 Park Avenue, New York, New York 10171, Attention: Sam Rosenberg.
8. Notwithstanding any other provision of this certificate of incorporation, the Corporation is organized exclusively for one or more of the purposes specified in Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, or corresponding provisions of any subsequent federal tax laws (the “Internal Revenue Code”), and shall not carry on any activities not permitted to be carried on by (a) a corporation exempt from federal income tax under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or (b) by a corporation, contributions to which are deductible under Section 170(c)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code.

9. No part of the net earnings of the Corporation shall inure to the benefit of, or be distributable to, any member, trustee, director or officer of the Corporation or any other private person or entity, except that the Corporation shall be authorized to pay reasonable compensation for services rendered and to make payments and distributions in furtherance of its purposes as set forth in this certificate of incorporation.

10. No substantial part of the activities of the Corporation shall be the carrying on of propaganda, or otherwise attempting to influence legislation, and the Corporation shall not participate or intervene in (including the publication or distributions of statements) any political campaign on behalf of or in opposition to any candidate for public office.

11. In the event of dissolution, all of the remaining assets and property of the Corporation shall, after payment of necessary expenses and satisfaction of all liabilities thereof, be distributed upon approval of a Justice of the Supreme Court of the State of New York to another organization exempt under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code or to the Federal government, or state or local government for a public purpose.
12. In any taxable year in which the Corporation is a private foundation as described in Section 509(a) of the Internal Revenue Code, the Corporation shall distribute its income for said period at such time and in such manner as not to subject it to tax under Section 4942 of the Internal Revenue Code or the corresponding section of any future federal tax code, and the Corporation shall not (a) engage in any act of self-dealing as defined in Section 4941(d) of the Internal Revenue Code or the corresponding section of any future federal tax code, (b) retain any excess business holdings as defined in Section 4943(c) of the Internal Revenue Code or the corresponding section of any future federal tax code, (c) make any investments in such a manner as to subject the Corporation to tax under Section 4944 of the Internal Revenue Code or the corresponding section of any future federal tax code, or (d) make any taxable expenditures as defined in Section 4945(d) of the Internal Revenue Code or the corresponding section of any future federal tax code.

13. In furtherance of the foregoing purposes, the Corporation shall have all the powers enumerated in Section 202 of the Not-for-Profit Corporation Law and such other powers as are now or hereafter permitted by law for a corporation organized for the foregoing purposes, including, without limitation, the power to (a) solicit grants and contributions for any corporate purpose, (b) maintain a fund or funds of real and/or personal property in furtherance of such purposes, and (c) organize one or more partially or wholly‑owned organizations.
14. The Corporation reserves the right to amend, alter, change or repeal any provision contained in this Certificate of Incorporation in the manner now or hereafter prescribed in the By‑Laws of the Corporation, subject to applicable statutes, provided that no amendment, alteration, change or repeal shall be effected which will result in the denial of tax‑exempt status to the Corporation under Internal Revenue Code Section 501(c)(3) and the regulations thereunder.
